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JCSD COMPLETES 100-YEAR FLOOD PROTECTION PROJECT 
 

Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation District 
 Contributes $250,000 to Fund Construction Costs 

 
MIRA LOMA, Calif., September 14, 2009 ---The Jurupa Community Services District (JCSD) Engineering 
Department recently completed the 100-Year Flood Protection Project at Plant 1, located in the Jurupa 
area of Riverside County, California. The completion of this project protects both the interests of the 
Jurupa Community Services District and the Riverside County Flood Control and Water Conservation 
(RCFCWCD) District San Sevaine Channel outlet structures. The project was completed within the 
approved budget of $581,240 by Rock Structures of Corona, California, with a contribution of $250,000 
from RCFCWCD. 

 

 
 
Robert Tock, JCSD Director of Engineering & Operations said, “We’re pleased this project was completed 
in a timely fashion to safeguard our District’s facilities from potential flooding in the coming rainy 
season. Partnering with RCFCWCD to provide this protection is mutually beneficial to both agencies and 
greatly appreciated.”  
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The National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) announced in July 2009 that the arrival of 
El Niño, a climate phenomenon with a significant influence on global weather, will continue to develop 
and last through the winter of 2009-10. Since past El Niño’s have included damaging winter storms in 
California, flooding can sometimes be expected.  
 
Warren D. Williams, General Manager-Chief Engineer for Riverside County Flood Control and Water 
Conservation District says, “This project will help protect the ponds of the Santa Ana River embankment 
and provide additional protection to the San Sevaine Channel outlet structure located west of the JCSD 
facility.
